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3D Glass & Public Movies
PROBLEM(S): 

When consumers go to see a 3D movie, they have to use special glasses to view the movie which increases the cost of the movie. When 3D movies first came out, the glasses were made out of paper, and can only be considered “low tech” compared to today’s glasses. Over the years, the 3D fad turned the corner and become ‘mainstream,” and with 3D TV on the horizon, it’s time to establish standards that will benefit both the industry and its consumers, namely:  
a) If a consumer purchases a high quality pair of glasses and brings them to the movies, is that consumer eligible for a reduction on admission?
b) If a consumer pays an expanded price for the movie, does that include the purchase the glasses?

c) If the consumer keeps the glasses, is it a crime?

d) Are the glasses safe for your eyes?

e) What happens to the glasses when they are put into a common, public  ‘bin’ after use?

f) Are the glasses themselves recyclable?

g) Are the glasses hygienic if they are recycled?

h) Can a consumer purchase a high quality pair of glasses and be able to use them in a movie theatre?

EXAMPLE:  
Quite often, when a movie is released, it is released in two versions – 2D (normal) and 3D.  To see the movie in 3D, you often pay an additional fee to view the movie. At this point, two questions arise: 
1) upon payment of the additional fees, are you purchasing the glasses or simply renting them? 

2) What happens if you come to the movie with your own pair of glasses, do you still have to pay the extra fee? In the long run, depending on the situation, different rights and related recourses and expectations are applicable to the consumer. Leaving these rights undefined hurts consumer rights and recourses.  
SOLUTION: 

1) Create a level playing field by establishing some aspect of industry uniformity

2) Establish use standards and quality control for the glasses

3) Enact language that allows for consumers to use their own glasses – no matter where purchased – and receive a discount on the movie.

4) Research and establish standards so films will use one type of glass so consumers don’t have to use 3 or 4 different pairs

5) Enact a 3D glass recycling program
